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Alibi
An explanation of where the suspect was 
at the time of the crime that might prove 
he/she didn’t do it.

Clue Something that appears to give
information toward solving the crime.

Deduction Using the facts to draw a possible
conclusion.

Evidence Someone or something that proves who
committed a crime.

Red herring A false lead that throws the investigator
off track.

Sleuth An investigator or detective.

Suspects People who are under investigation
in a criminal case.

Witness Person who has first-hand knowledge
about the crime.
